1. ENROLMENT

All Students MUST enroll on the scheduled dates and time. 

2. SURCHARGE ON LATE ENROLMENT

Students who fail to enroll on the scheduled date and time will have to pay a late enrolment fee of $50.00.

3. PAYMENT OF FEES

ALL fees are due and payable on the enrolment day & must be paid before the commencement of the Term.

4. FULL PAYMENT OF FEE WITH ARRANGEMENT
The University will at all times seek to be sympathetic to, and understanding of, individual students’ financial circumstances.  However, for the University to do so, students must engage in dialogue with the University if they are experiencing difficulties. 

Students who, for reasons of financial hardship or legitimate emergencies, are unable to pay their fees when due, must apply for an arrangement for a payment schedule within 1 week from the commencement of the Penster or by 18/02/2011.

5. DE-REGISTRATION
Students who fail to pay the Full fees by 18/02/11 or does not apply for a payment schedule shall be de-registered with effect from 18/02/11. De-registered students will not be re-registered unless the debt is paid in full.  A handling charge of $100.00 shall be payable for all re-registrations.
6. FNPF ASSISTANCE
All students seeking education assistance from FNPF should note that FNPF pays the tuition fee only.

7. WITHDRAWAL
If you have registered for a particular unit or programme but elect not to attend, you must officially withdraw from the programme or unit, as per dates below.  A failure to withdraw does not cancel or nullify the fee/charge due to the University. 

The last date for withdrawal is 18/02/11. Therefore, it should be noted that a withdrawal without a penalty MUST be made by the end of 1st week of lectures or by 18/02/11.
If you withdraw after the census date (Week 1 or 18/02/11), 50% of the tuition fees shall be charged with non-refundable enrolment fees. If the withdrawal is done after the mid-semester, full tuition fee would be due to University.
